One page paper is acceptable, but two pages paper increases your paper’s accepting rate. This short abstract here is a brief (50-80 words) synopsis of your paper. Its use is to provide a quick outline of your presentation, giving the reader an overview of the research. This is an important aspect of your paper, as it is this description that may attract the reader to continue and finish your full report.    Keywords should be so chosen that they best describe the contents of the paper. In most cases, these words can be found in the title and abstract. Keywords, 5-10 in number, should be typed on the next line after the abstract.

Introduction
These instructions give you basic guidelines for preparing your file for the vsdopen. The instructions assume that you have computer desktop publishing equipment with several fonts.
Your goal is to simulate, as closely as possible, the usual appearance of published papers vsd library. These instructions have been prepared in the preferred format. You may integrate graphics into text or include them in second page of this template. Papers submitted without supporting data will not be accepted.
How to Format the Page
A. Full-Size Format for your File
Prepare your file in full size format, 8 1/2” x 11” (215.9 mm x 279.4 mm) paper.

B. Fonts

The best results will be obtained if your computer word-processor has several font sizes. Do not use fonts smaller than the fonts specified in Table I. As an aid to gauging font size, 1 point is about 0.35 mm. Use a proportional, serif font such as Times or Dutch Roman.

    Illustrations

Large figures and tables may span both columns. Figure captions should be below the figures; table captions should be above the tables. Try to place the figures and tables after their first mention in the text. Use the abbreviation (e.g., “Fig. 1”) even at the beginning of a sentence. All illustrations (pictures/photographs) should be clear. Do not use photocopies.

References

The template will number citations consecutively within brackets [1]. The sentence punctuation follows the bracket [2]. Refer simply to the reference number, as in [3]—do not use “Ref. [3]” or “reference [3]” except at the beginning of a sentence: “Reference [3] was the first ...” Number footnotes separately in superscripts. Place the actual footnote at the bottom of the column in which it was cited. Do not put footnotes in the reference list. Use letters for table footnotes. Unless there are six authors or more give all authors’ names; do not use “et al.”. Papers that have not been published, even if they have been submitted for publication, should be cited as “unpublished” [4]. Papers that have been accepted for publication should be cited as “in press” [5]. Capitalize only the first word in a paper title, except for proper nouns and element symbols. For papers published in translation journals, please give the English citation first, followed by the original foreign-language citation [6].
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
